“The angels wonder what it is like to

experience the grace and glory of salvation
and God’s forgiveness from sin. In fact,
Peter says, they are continually looking with
fascination into salvation’s greatness. ... The
angels, as it were, want to get down close
and look deeply into the matters related

to salvation. They have a holy curiosity to
understand the kind of grace they will never
experience. The holy angels do not need to
be saved, and the fallen angels cannot be
saved. But the holy ones seek to understand
salvation so that they might glorify God
more fully, which is their primary reason

for existence (Job 38:7; Ps 148:2; Is 6:3; Lk
2:13-14; Heb 1:6; Rev 5:112; 7:11-12; cf. Neh
9:6; Phil 2:9-11). ... They have been witnesses
to the greatness of God’s salvation, and they
long to look further into it so they might
praise and glorify Him more. No matter how
difficult life’s trials are, Christians can face
them triumphantly because of the greatness
of God’s grace in giving them a salvation the
prophets studied, the Holy Spirit inspired,
the apostles preached and the angels
continue to investigate.”

4. Receive the free gift of salvation by trusting in Christ alone as your Savior. (Romans 4:4-5; Ephesians 2:8-9)

perish, but have eternal life." (John 316 NASB) You can use this prayer to express your decision to God:
"Dear God, | know that | am a sinner. | believe that Jesus Christ died on the cross for me and rose from the
dead.
